n3eavinyasa G5uasiu (Phuwiangosaurus sirindhornae)
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Phuwiangosaurus sirindhornae : Named to honor HRH Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn of Thailand who has been interested in paleontology,
Phuwiangosaurus sirindhornae was an herbivorous sauropod dinosaur living in herds during the Early Cretaceous period around 130 million years ago.

It measured between 15-20 meters long, had a long neck and tail, and walked on 4 legs. Found in Khon Kaen province, this giant plant-eater was a
new genus and species of the world.
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
