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Siamotyrannus isanensis : This large carnivorous dinosaur was the oldest Tyranosaur found in the world. Existing in the Early Cretaceous period some
130 million years ago. It was believed to originally evolve in Asia and then spread to North Asia North American before becoming extinct.
Siamotyrannus isanensis was 6.5 meters long and walked on its 2 huge and powerful legs. Complete fossilized Pubis and Caudal vertebrae of
the specimen were discovered in sandstones. Siamotyrannus isanensis was excavated in Khon Kean, Kalasin, Chaiyaphum, Sakon Nakhon, Udon Thani,

and Nokhon Ratchasima Provinces.
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
