The Two Hercines Monument at the traffic circle on Thepkrasattri Road is one of the
landmarks in Phuket. The monument is dedicated to the two brave sisters. Their names
were Chan {older sister) and Mook (younger sister). Their father was the governor of Thalang

named Chom Rang. Chan was married with Khun in 1762. He was an official.

After the death of Chom Rang, the Burmese army attacked Thailand including Thalang Town
in 1785. During that time, there was no a governor. Chan and Mook decided to fight against
Burmese invaders. They began gathering about 1,000 people and built a fortress at
Pranangsang Temple to defend from an attack. They made a fake army. They ordered
wornen to disguise themselves as men warriors. The women had to cut their hair very short
