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Siamosaurus suteethorni : The First large carnivore discovered in Thailand, Siamosaurus suteethorni lived in the early Cretaceous period around 130
million years old. It was 7 meters long and wolked on 2 legs. Siamosaurus suteethorni was known as a water dwelling fish-eater from its sharp conical
teeth which closely resembled those of crocodiles. It was named after Mr. Varavudh Suteethorn who played an important role in the investigation.

The fossils were unearthed in khon Kaen, Kalasin, Chaiyaphum, Ubon Ratchathani, Sakon Nakhon, Udon Thani, and Nakhon Ratchasima provinces.
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
