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Psittacosaurus sattayaraki : A small herbivorous ceratopsian (parrot-beaked) dinosaur of about a meter long, Psittacosaurus sattayaraki, walked the
earth in the Middle Cretaceous period some 100 million years ago. Prehistorically, parrot-beaked dinosaurs were found throughout central Asia,
in Shantung Province of China, Mongolia, and Siberia. The discovery of the fossils in Thailand, therefore, was concrete evidence that Indochina was
already a part of the mainland of Asia since the Early Cretaceous period. Unearthed in Chaiyaphum Province, it was named after Mr. Nares Sattayarak,

the discoverer.
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
