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Canal bridge is counted as one of the historical traces from
Rattanakosin Era just like buildings or fortresses left in Phra Nakhon.
The land expansion in that time comes with the digging of the canal
resulting in a large number of canal bridges.

Presently, the bridges have been repainted and their structures
were renovated to be more safe but historical traces remain and are

ready for you to explore.

The bridge was built to be able
to lift up and down to let boats pass.
Inspired by Dutch bridges, this type of
bridge, which was very popular in King
Rama IV era, has been built in 6 locations
in Thonburi and Phra Nakhon. The timber
bridge was changed to be the steel one
for a city tram and later used for the
pedestrian.
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Sommot Amonmak Bridge
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The pronunciation of the bridge’s name is ‘Sa-Phan-Som-Mot-A-Mon-Mak’,

and was named after Krom Phra Sommot Amonphan. It used to be a wooden bridge
with metal lifting structure to boats pass along. In the reign of King Rama V, it was @ Banglamphu Canal, Maha Chai,

called ‘Saphan Lek Pratu Pi’.

The Bridge in Flag Retailer
Community @ Khlong Banglamphu, Prachathipatai

Road, Wat Bowonniwet

The area around Chaloem Wan Chat Bridge is famous for its flag retailer
community. The bridge was built in 1940 under the Government of Pibulsongkram
and named Chaloem Wan Chat to celebrate the announcement of National Day
of Thailand on June 24. Also, on the same year, the Democracy Monument was
built and Siam became Thailand.

The bridge, known as ‘Saphan Hua Takhe’, was presumed that the name
came from the crocodile head sculpture on the balustrade of the bridge. Built in
the reign of King Rama VI as memorial of Princess Ubolratana Nareenak.
The reinforced concrete bridge in the shape of an arch has Thai-style pattern on
the balustrade and take a look at the middle of the bridge, you will see the carved

lotus in the frame.

Formerly
built of steel, the bridge was renovated
as King Rama V wished to make it safer

and more convenient to use.

Formerly a steel structure, in
King Rama V’s reign, the bridge was
rebuilt with iron and marble to match
Ratchadamnoen Avenue.

At the two ends of the bridge are carved
marble poles with sheep head and viking
ship pattern. Its balustrade are of cast
iron with flower design. The bridge has
marble floor but as a major bridge,
it has been expanded several times.
