Horseshoe
Horseshoes and other artefacts related to horses such as horse brushes found around

the Sanam Chai Station and neighboring areas are in line with records which say that this area
was home to Prince Sukhasvati, who held the position of the Head of Royal Palace Guard Cavalry
Division. It’s possible that there used to be a horse stable in his palace.
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Skeleton of a Cow
This skeleton of a whole, unbutchered cow tells us that this cow was not killed for consumption. It could have been

raised for transport to pull wagon loads and move various items.
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
