If the dolphins hadn't led them to that specific place, she would have died.
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In the Red Sea, after 12 divers had been lost for 13.5 hours,
the rescuers finally found them because
the dolphins had led to that spot.
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On Marco Island, there was a tired dog who got stuck in a canal for a long time.
And it was a dolphin who made a noise to call for attention
until someone noticed the drowning dog and rescued him.
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Another impressive story comes from a researcher who worked and swam
with dolphins a lot. One day her boat turned over and she lost her toolkit.
After the storm, she found a dolphin was waiting for her. It took her to
the spot and dived down and brought up her toolkit in its mouth.
