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Rocket festival in Northeastern region in Thailand
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Bun Bang Fai or Rocket Festival
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Bun Bang Fai is a traditional Lao merit relating
a local folk tale of “Phraya Thaen” or rain deity.
Lao people in Northeast of Thailand and Laos practiced
this custom before the beginning of Ploughing process in
the sixth month of lunar calendar. Local people will create a big size
of bamboo rocket filled with gunpowder and shot it to the sky.

Finally, that is a signal to remind the rain deity for making rain.
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
